Website Management Services Agreement:

This InfoToGo Inc Website Management Services Agreement, herein referred to as the "Agreement", is a legal agreement between you, as an individual or a representative of a single entity, and InfoToGo Inc for the use of our Website Management Products (“InfoToGo”) and Web Hosting Services (“Services”).  By exercising your right to use our Products and Services, you agree to all of the terms and conditions stated herein.  

Terms and Definitions:

Italicized words within this document are explicitly defined, either within the body of this document or in the attached Definition of Terms.

Entire Agreement: 

Each party to this Agreement acknowledges that this Agreement, along with any and all appendices or other attached documents referred to herein, constitute the entire Agreement of the parties with regard to the subject matters addressed within this Agreement, that this Agreement supersedes all prior or contemporaneous agreements, discussions, or representations, whether oral or written, with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement, and that this Agreement cannot be varied, amended, changed, waived, or discharged except in writing and signed by all parties hereto. Each party to this Agreement further acknowledges that no promises, representations, inducements, agreements, or warranties, other than those set forth herein, have been made to induce the execution of this Agreement by said party, and each party acknowledges that it has not executed this Agreement in reliance on any promise, representation, inducement, or warranty not contained herein.

Parties to License: 

This license governs the use of any and all Website Management Products and Services provided to you by InfoToGo Inc In this Agreement, InfoToGo Inc is referred to as "we" (or derivations thereof) and the party authorized to use all or any part of the Products and Services is referred to as "you" (or derivations thereof).

Introduction:

The Website Management Services provided by InfoToGo Inc for one or more Domain Names owned by you are collectively and separately referred to in this Agreement as "Services".  The Services consist of (1) allocated space on our servers for the storage of all data, text-based content and images associated with your website (“web hosting”), (2) email services for the accounts associated with your Domain Name(s) and (3) provision of database and other services as required by the Products.   

DATA STORAGE:

Your web site and all associated content, images and data will be stored on InfoToGo Inc servers. Our servers are located in a data center managed by Rackspace, a recognized leader in the data center industry. The data facility is fully secured with redundant power supplies and Internet connectivity. We take every precaution to protect your data, however we do not warrant that your use of the Products and Services will be uninterrupted or that the operation of the Products and Services will be error-free or secure.  In addition, the security mechanisms implemented by InfoToGo Inc have inherent limitations, and you must determine that the Products and Services sufficiently meet your requirements.  While we shall make every reasonable effort to protect and backup data on a daily basis, we are not responsible for any loss of your data residing on our servers. 

Upon request, we will provide you with a CD-R disk that contains copies of the data, content and images from your web site There is no charge for the first disk; thereafter, the cost per CD-R disk is $5, which includes all shipping and handling fees. The disk will be mailed to you at your address of record in an appropriate shipping container.  


Web Hosting Services:
Web Hosting Services consist of Domain Name Hosting Service (“DNS Service”) for your primary Domain Name and storage of your website files and collateral materials.  Additional services may be provided by InfoToGo Inc for the web site hosted under your Domain Name.

Whether you are registering a new Domain Name or transferring an existing Domain Name to our servers, your Domain Name Registration record will reflect that InfoToGo Inc is the Technical Contact for the Domain Name(s).  This ensures that our technical staff has the necessary credentials in order to interact with the Domain Name Registrar (“Registrar”) on your behalf. 

It is your responsibility to provide the Registrar with accurate information for the Registrant and Administrative Contacts. Because the Registrar will notify you of the pending expiration of your Domain Name(s) via email, it is your responsibility to ensure that your correct email address is listed on the Domain Name record on file with the Registrar. Your registered Domain Name is the sole property of the person(s) or organization listed as the Registrant with the Domain Name Registrar; InfoToGo Inc retains no title to or interest in your registered Domain Name.

InfoToGo Inc is not responsible for ensuring that your Domain Name registration is renewed in a timely manner. Failure to renew your Domain Name registration record(s) can result in interrupted service and the loss of domain ownership. If we incur the cost of registering or renewing your Domain Name at your request, you will be invoiced for the total cost of the registration or renewal fee plus a $15 service charge.  All invoices for Domain Name registration, renewal or setup are due upon receipt.

If you are engaging in e-commerce or the other processes that require the transmission of sensitive data between a client computer that is using your web site and our servers, we require the purchase of a Security Certificate from a Certifying Authority for your web site in order to provide data encryption. Your Security Certificate is purchased for a time-limited period and MUST be renewed periodically.  

As of 1 January 2003, our Certifying Authority is Comodo Inc.  Security Certificates are purchased on an annual basis at a cost of $75 per year.  These prices are not under the control of InfoToGo Inc and may change without notice. All new Security Certificate purchases are invoiced at our cost plus a one-time setup fee of $50. 

Invoicing:

By signing this Agreement, you agree to provide us with complete and accurate invoicing and contact information.  This information includes your legal company name, physical address, mailing address if different from the physical address, e-mail address, name, and telephone number of an authorized billing contact.  You agree to update changed information in writing by one of the following methods: (a) via email sent to Melissa@InfoToGo.net or (b) by a US Postal Service mailing sent to the address given below within fifteen (15) days of any change.  If any of the information you have provided is false or fraudulent, InfoToGo Inc reserves the right to terminate your access to the Services in addition to any other legal remedies.

Our invoicing year for Website Management Services is January through December. All accounts that are active on December 31st of any year will be invoiced for the annual amount of for Website Management Services for the upcoming year during the first week of January each year. 
If you begin using our Services in a month other than January, the annual invoice amount will be reduced to reflect the number of months remaining in the current invoicing year. The formula we use to calculate the amount to reduce your Website Management Services invoice is as follows:

Website Management Services Invoice Amount / 12 = Monthly Rate

Monthly Rate * Months remaining in Year = Amount Due for Website Management Services through December of current year

You may receive your invoice via email by contacting Melissa@infotogo.net.  You may pay your invoices by check, Visa or MasterCard unless you would like to use the monthly payment plan. The monthly payment plan requires that you consent to recurring monthly billing on a credit card; all other payment methods (annual, semi-annual or quarterly) may be made by check.

If you believe that you have been incorrectly invoiced for your Web Hosting Services, you must contact us in writing, either via email sent to Melissa@infotogo.net or a US Postal Service mailing sent to the address given above, within ten (10) days of the invoice date for your Web Hosting Services. In your correspondence, please include the invoice number, the amount in dispute, and the reasons you feel the disputed amount is incorrect.  You will be contacted about the disputed amount and any actions that will be taken to remedy the dispute.

ALL BILLS ARE DUE UPON RECEIPT AND PAYABLE AS AGREED TO WHEN YOU SELECTED YOUR PAYMENT PLAN. IN THE EVENT THAT A BALANCE BECOMES MORE THEN THIRTY (30) DAYS DELINQUENT, A LETTER WILL BE ISSUED VIA US POSTAL SERVICE NOTIFYING YOU THAT WE ARE NOT IN RECEIPT OF YOUR PAYMENT AND AS A RESULT, ARE SUSPENDING YOUR SERVICES AND REMOVING YOUR WEB SITE FROM THE PUBLICLY ACCESSIBLE AREAS OF OUR SERVERS. 

All suspended Services will resume after full payment of the balance due on your account, which includes a $50.00 reinstatement fee.  If the outstanding balance is not paid thirty (30) days from the date of Suspension, of all data, images, text and other content associated with your web site will be removed from our servers entirely and destroyed.

In the event that a check is returned for Non-Sufficient Funds (NSF), there will be a $25.00 returned check fee. The NSF check along with the fee must be repaid to us with cash or cash equivalent. 

Termination of Service Procedure:
If you would like to terminate your Services with InfoToGo Inc, you must contact us in writing, either via email sent to Melissa@infotogo.net or a US Postal Service mailing sent to the address given above. Your web site and all Services used in conjunction with your web site will be removed from the publicly accessible areas of our servers on the last workday of the month the termination was requested, unless you specifically request otherwise.
If there are other outstanding balances due on your account when we remove your web site from the publicly accessible areas of our servers, you must pay these balances within thirty (30) days in order to receive copies of the data, images and text-based content associated with your web site. All data, images and text-based content associated with your web site will be permanently destroyed thirty (30) days after we remove your web site from the publicly accessible areas of our servers.

Payment refunds will be calculated based on the date that payment for any outstanding amounts due are received in our office. If no outstanding amount is due, the last day that your website is accessible to the public from our servers will be considered your last date of service.   Refunds will be prorated on a monthly basis as follows:

Annual Payments:

12 months – Current Month = Unused Service

(Total Amount Paid / 12 months) = Amount Due per Month

Amount Due per month * Unused service = Refund Amount

Semi-Annual Payments:

6 months – Current Month = Unused Service

(Total Amount Paid / 12 months) = Amount Due per Month

Amount Due per month * Unused service = Refund Amount
Quarterly Payments:
12 months – Current Month = Unused Service

(Total Amount Paid / 12 months) = Amount Due per Month

Amount Due per month * Unused service = Refund Amount

Recurring monthly payments will be terminated on the last day of service.

When we remove your web site from the publicly accessible areas of our servers, we will place copies of all data, images and text-based content associated with your web site on a CD-R disk and mail it to you at the address supplied by you on your termination notice. If you prefer, we will set up FTP access for up to ten (10) days following your last day of service so that you may download your items directly.   There is no charge to you for returning your data to you.
All data, images and text-based content associated with your web site will be permanently destroyed thirty (30) days after we remove your web site from the publicly accessible areas of our servers. 

Non-Payment:

In addition to any other rights granted to InfoToGo Inc herein, InfoToGo Inc reserves the right to suspend or terminate this Agreement and your access to the Service and to your web site if your account becomes delinquent (falls into arrears).  Delinquent invoices (accounts in arrears) are subject to interest of 1.5% per month on any outstanding balance, or the maximum permitted by law, whichever is less, plus all expenses of collection.  You will continue to be charged for your Hosting Services during any period of suspension. If you or InfoToGo Inc initiates termination of this Agreement, you will be obligated to pay the balance due on your account computed in accordance with the Charges and Payment of Fees section above. You agree that InfoToGo Inc may charge such unpaid fees to your credit card or otherwise bill you for such unpaid fees.

NO SPAM Policy:
InfoToGo Inc does not and will not tolerate the sending of Unsolicited Commercial Email (“UCE”, commonly know as “SPAM”) using any portion or feature of our Services. ANY EMAIL, REGARDLESS OF CONTENT, THAT YOU SEND TO A RECIPIENT WITHOUT THEIR EXPRESS CONSENT TO RECEIVE EMAIL FROM YOU IS CONSIDERED BY INFOTOGO INC TO BE UCE(“SPAM”). Violation of this policy will result in immediate termination of your account and refusal of future use of our Services. Additionally, you will be held liable for any and all expenses incurred by InfoToGo Inc as a result of your sending UCE, including but not limited to time spent researching, documenting and cleaning up the infraction and any fines incurred by us because of your actions.  

It is your responsibility to ensure that the all email addresses on your mailing list were given to you voluntarily via an opt-in system by the person who owns the address. Use of mailing lists acquired in any manner other than voluntary opt-in is strictly forbidden. WE WILL PROSECUTE ALL OFFENDERS TO THE FULLEST EXTENT OF THE LAW.

These images may appear with or without descriptive text about the purpose, content and design elements of your site.

IN NO EVENT SHALL INFOTOGO INC BE LIABLE FOR ANY DAMAGES WHATSOEVER (INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, DAMAGES FOR LOSS OF BUSINESS PROFITS, BUSINESS INTERRUPTION, LOSS OF BUSINESS INFORMATION, OR ANY OTHER PECUNIARY LOSS) ARISING OUT OF THE USE OF OR INABILITY TO USE THIS INFOTOGO INC PRODUCT, EVEN IF INFOTOGO INC HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES. 

User Responsibilities:

Please be aware that InfoToGo Inc does provide certain user registration and statistical information such as usage or user traffic patterns in aggregate form to third parties, but such information will not include personally identifying information and your IP address will not be transmitted with messages sent from your InfoToGo Inc account.  InfoToGo Inc may access your account, including its Data, to respond to service or technical problems or as stated in this Agreement.  You shall have sole responsibility for the accuracy, quality, integrity, legality, reliability, appropriateness, and copyright of all Data, and we shall not be responsible or liable for the deletion, correction, destruction, damage, loss or failure to store any Data due to user error or negligence.

NOTICE OF DELAY:

We agree to notify you promptly of any factor, occurrence, or event coming to our attention that may affect InfoToGo Inc’s ability to meet the requirements of this Agreement, or that is likely to create any material delay in delivery of the Products or Services, including, without limitation, any loss or reassignment of key employees, threat of strike or major equipment failure. 

Termination for Cause:

Any unauthorized access, use, copying, modification, distribution, or sublicensing by you, or with your aid or consent, of the Products including but not limited to any related methods, algorithms, techniques, or processes will be deemed a breach of this Agreement.

InfoToGo Inc, in its sole discretion, may terminate your password, account, or use of the Products and Services if you breach or otherwise fail to comply with this Agreement.  

Attorney’s Fees:

Any dispute concerning this Agreement, including, without limitation, the validity or effect of this Agreement shall be litigated in the courts located in the County of Leon, State of Florida, and both parties consent to the jurisdiction and venue of such courts, and agree not to initiate any action against the other elsewhere. The prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the losing party, in addition to all other relief to which it may be entitled, its costs and expenses, including, without limitation, actual attorneys' fees and the costs of expert witnesses in the trial and appellate courts.

Certifying Authority:  A third-party that is trusted by almost all secure software currently available to issue certificates guaranteed to contain valid identity information.

Data: words, images, and other information used by the Products to display information on your web site. Data is accessed via relational database software and stored on our servers. 

DNS Service:  The maintenance of records on InfoToGo Inc servers that match a web site’s Domain Name with its numeric address in order to make the web site available to other computers connected to the Internet. 

Domain Name: A word or group of words that represent the numeric address of a web site on the Internet. 

Domain Name Registrar:  An organization that has received accreditation from ICANN (The Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers) that allows it to register Domain Names with the Internet domain name system (DNS). When you register a Domain Name with a Domain Name Registrar, it will be associated with the computer on the Internet you designate during the period the registration is in effect. 
Error:  A discrepancy in the calculation of data that produces incorrect or unexpected results or an omission of functionality that was specified in the Proposal.
Proposal:  A document that describes scope, functionality and costs of the Products and Services that InfoToGo Inc will provide for a new or existing web site.

Security Certificate: A technology that uses public key cryptography to perform secure authentication across public networks like the Internet.

Web Site: A collection of related data, text-based content and images that is stored on InfoToGo Inc servers and that is accessed using a Internet browser software that is HTML compliant.

You (and any derivation thereof): "you" and "your" refer to the client and any other person or organization qualifying as a representative of the client under this Agreement
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
